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Nomination Regulations

1. All nominees must be aged seventeen or under on 31st August 2007.  There is no lower age limit for the nominees.

2. All nominees must reside within Ilminster or the parishes of Ashill, Barrington, Broadway, Chillington, Cudworth, Donyatt, Dowlish Wake, Horton, Ilton, Kingstone, Puckington, Seavington St Mary, Seavington St Michael, Shepton Beauchamp, Stocklinch and Whitelackington and be nominated by a club, organization or other officially recognized body, or a member of such body.

3. Nominees for this award must fulfill one or more of the following criteria:-

He/she is a young citizen who has made an outstanding contribution to the life of the community
He/she is a young citizen who has overcome a serious disability

He/she is a young citizen who is a long term carer or provider

He/she is a young citizen who has given outstanding service for the benefit of the community
In fulfilling any or all of these criteria, nominees must have benefited the communities in   which they live, work, or are being educated and by their actions or their role in society have had a significant impact on their lives and on the lives of others in those communities.

4. The nominee’s contribution must benefit communities within the area as defined in 2 above. 

5. Clubs/organizations/individuals supporting nominees should provide details along the lines of the following in their statement accompanying the nomination:-

The nominee’s achievements during the current Rotary Year (from June 2007) 

The ways in which the nominee has contributed to improving the lives of others

The name of any organization, institution, work place or group involved

Details of difficulties/circumstances which the nominee has faced or overcome

Details of his/her commitment to helping others and being a good example

6. The parent or guardian of the nominee must consent to the nomination and has signed the nomination form before it is forwarded to the nominated officer of the Rotary Club of Ilminster.

7. A panel of judges will evaluate and assess all the nominations to decide who will be the “Young Citizen of the Year”. The First Place Prize will be £150.00 plus a trophy and the three runners up will each receive £75. All nominees (plus two guests) will be invited to attend the Awards ceremony, which will be held at 6.00pm on 27 March 2008 at The Shrubbery Hotel, Ilminster. 
8. The decision of the Panel of Judges is final.
The closing date for receipt of all nominations is Friday 29 February 2008. 
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
